A science and engineering group (that have been involved in Hawai‘i water quality programs in
various ways from before the Clean Water Act) has prepared a White Paper (Position Paper)
recommending approval of the City and County of Honolulu’s Honouliuli Wastewater Treatment
Plant application for a modified NPDES Permit under Section 301(H) of the Clean Water Act.
We believe that the White Paper presents sufficient material to justify reconsideration of the
tentative denial and provide approval of the 301(h) Waiver as applied for.

The White Paper provides a historical background, compliance issues, rationale for continuing
primary treatment including: mixing and transport characteristics, and water quality conditions,
an alternative to secondary treatment, and conclusions. We sincerely hope that the regulatory
community will listen to voices of reason and think about the impact that they are imposing on
an environment (land, air, and water) that is unique among the 50 States. Please read the
attached White Paper and think seriously about what is presented.
